Narrative: 318 W. Montgomery Ave, Rockville, MD 20850 

a. Very briefly describe your property.

This 2½-story house, built in 1888, features a gable-front design with a side-hall Georgian 
plan. Located at the corner of West Montgomery Avenue and Wall Street facing north, it 
showcases vernacular Queen Anne elements including a turret-topped bay on the east 
facade and fish-scale shingled gable pediment. The front wooden porch with turned 
columns stretches across the front, set on brick piers under a tin seam roof. The house has 
white siding exterior with white wood trim, while ornamental wood touches are painted 
yellow. The property has slate roofing, two interior brick chimneys, and 2-over-2 windows 
with flat lintels. The main entrance features a historic half-light wood door with sash 
transom. The south facade has irregular massing due to a 1978 rear addition covered in 
composite shingles. A gable-roof shed that just fits a Ford Model T (circa 1910? unknown) 
sits at the southern property line with access from Wall Street. 

The four exterior facades of the main house as well as the north and south facades of the 
shed are shown below. These photos were taken in 2023 or early 2024, prior to work.

c. What rehabilitation/maintenance problem were you trying to solve? (i.e. roof 
leaking, paint failing, etc.) 

i. Exterior paint – 
o House: paint failing on the wood trim and metal roofs.  
o Shed: Exterior white paint. 

ii. Gutters - faulty and leaking. 
iii. Roof - faulty and leaking. 
iv. Chimney – cracked, and unsafe as per chimney inspection.  
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d. What materials or design were in place before you undertook the project?  
i. Exterior paint 
The exterior paint on the wood, including on porch columns, windows, siding, and trim 
was failing. As a result, some wood was rotten and needed repair or replacement.  
The exterior paint on the metal roofs, located on the north façade and on the south 
façade, was failing. As a result, the metal roof rusted through and was leaking.

ii. Gutters  

The majority of the gutters were k-style, white aluminum. Some of the k-style gutters had 
gutter guard/gutter helmets, many of which failed. Some gutters (e.g., east façade) are 4” 
half-round, white aluminum. Faulty gutters have caused undue damage to the wood 
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features of the main house. The project goal was to repair existing gutters, and replace in 
kind if necessary.

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iii. Roof – slate  

White preparing to install the 6” half-round gutters, it was discovered that the slates 
underneath the gutter guard/helmets were severely damaged. Thus, the responsibility for 
the removal of the gutter guards/helmets was switched from the gutter contractor to the 
roofer. The installation of the replacement gutters resumed after the damage slate was 
repaired/replaced.

iv. Chimney, northern 

Extensive cracks within the existing brick chimney were discovered during recent home 
inspection.

v. What materials or design are currently in place after you completed the 
project? 
i. Exterior paint - No changes to materials or design were made. Paint chip 

samples were brought to Sherwin-Williams to provide an exact match to current 
paints. 

i. Main house: 
1. Wood – white  
2. Wood – yellow  
3. Metal roofs – gray  

ii. Shed: 
1. Wood siding – white  

ii. Gutters –  
The contractor recommended a full replacement of all gutters using historically 
appropriate, matching half-round gutters rather than repairing existing. No 
changes to their placement nor their color were made. In order to improve 
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drainage, the gutter was increased to 6” and downspouts were increased to 4" 
round, replacing all existing gutters and downspouts in existing locations.  

iii. Roof – No changes to materials or design were made to the slate roof. 
Replacement slate was chosen to match in both color (Vermont Slate, “Unfading 
Green”) and size (6-8” W x 12” H x 3/8-1/2” thick) with 5.5” exposure. 

iv. Chimney, front (northern) – No changes to materials or design were made to the 
exterior of the chimney. The chimney was lined with 6" 316 Hybrid Insulated 
Stainless Steel Liner System to meet current safety standards. A single flue 
chimney cap was added.

City staff have received a Certificate of Approval application for the demolition of the structure at 
100 West Montgomery Avenue. The Historic District Commission previously approved an identical 
Certificate of Approval application (HDC2024-01141) on November 23, 2023. 
 
100 West Montgomery Avenue was important in the cultural development of the history of the 
West End. Built in 1888 for wealthy widow, Rebecca Veirs, the property was once considered one 
of the most beautiful houses in Rockville. However, the 1945 fire compromised the architectural 
integrity of the building. The architectural and structural integrity were already compromised when 
the house was designated in 1974. More importantly, the structural engineer’s report detailed the 
extreme deterioration and shifting of the structure that has rendered the structure unsafe and in 
danger of collapse if not repaired. Staff recommended demolition on the basis the structure has 
lost its physical integrity due to various alterations throughout the years and extensive structural 
deterioration.

The HDC approved Certificate of Approval application HDC2024-01141, to allow for demolition of 
the existing historic structure, on November 16, 2023. Per Sec. 25.07.13.e.2 of the Zoning 
Ordinance, any building permit required to implement a Certificate of Approval must be issued 
and work started within 12 months of the date of the Certificate of Approval, or the approval 
expires. The HDC may grant, for good cause shown, two extensions of not more than six months 
each.  
 
Per Sec. 25.05.08, Extension of Implementation Period, the extension request must be filed prior 
to the expiration of the approval, and be in writing with justification. In determining whether good 
cause has been shown, the HDC must determine whether the applicant has diligently pursued 
implementation of the approval, whether the proposal complies with current code, and other 
factors deemed relevant.  
 
The applicant did not apply for a six-month time extension within the allotted time-period, and 
therefore, the approval expired. The applicant has submitted a new Certificate of Approval 
application to demolish a designated historic structure. The proposal does not request any 
alterations to the original approved application from November 2023.  
 
The applicant was unable to demolish the building in the time allotted due to the prohibitive cost 
of demolition. Staff finds that the applicant has been diligently pursuing the implementation of the 
approval, and supports the applicant’s request for an approval to demolish a designated historic 
structure.

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HISTORIC SIGNIFICANCE 
This Queen Anne style Victorian house is located on the southwest corner of West Montgomery Avenue 
at South Adams Street. Local builder, T.C. Grooms, built this house in 1888 for wealthy widow, Rebecca 
Veirs. Mrs. Veirs helped develop the West End of Rockville by purchasing and selling thirteen properties 
between 1883 and 1900. In 1901, the house was purchased by Dr. Edward Anderson, a third generation 
Rockville physician. When Dr. Anderson died in 1917, his wife Alice, and his stepdaughter, Noma 
Thompson inherited the property. In 1939, Ms. Thompson began the writing a history of Rockville. In this 
house Ms. Thompson compiled historical facts, sociological features, recollections and interviews to 
produce Western Gateway to the National Capital; Rockville, Maryland, published in 1949. 
 
The two and one-half-story mansion was described in 1901 as one of the most attractive houses in town. 
Unfortunately, this is no longer the case. A historic photo of the house shows a porch and bell-shaped 
roof over the east side two-story semi-octagonal bay, with wisteria clad double-tiered porch across the 
front and fish scale shingles on the gable ends. These features were destroyed in a 1945 fire which severely 
damaged the house. The house is currently clad in asbestos siding and has only a plain front porch 
between two-story bays. After the fire, the 11 rooms were partitioned for its use as a boarding house, 
which remained for over thirty years. The house is currently vacant and in very poor condition.

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BACKGROUND 
On September 21, 2023, the Historic District Commission (HDC) held a Courtesy Review to review and 
comment on a proposal to partially rehabilitate the house for use as a multi-family building with eight 
apartments and rear parking. The rehabilitation would include relocating the house closer to the street. 
The applicant proposed lifting the existing front façade of the building and moving it forward 
approximately 20-25 feet to the 10’ front setback line. The front of the house would align with the front 
of Rockville United Methodist Church, next door. The 1940s east side addition and the remainder of the 
building would be demolished, and a new building would be constructed on a new concrete block 
foundation. The applicant proposed to rehabilitate the relocated front elevation of the house as closely 
as possible, to the original Queen Anne style. The existing footprint of the house would increase 
significantly.  
 
At the Courtesy Review, the HDC discussed the proposal, and based on the condition of the existing 
building, commented on the feasibility of moving the front of the building and demolishing the rear or 
demolishing the complete building. The HDC noted the alternative is to let the building continue to 
deteriorate if nothing is done. The commissioners inquired as to why it was designated with its current 
physical condition, and the possibility of removing the designation. The owner noted that none of the 
historic features remain on the building and trying to restore it as a multi-family building would not be 
financially possible. The Commissioners agreed, noting it is currently an eyesore with a history. The 
Commissioners noted that whether the front is preserved, and the rear is demolished or the whole 
building is demolished, it is still a request for a demolition. It was suggested that the structure could be 
removed and a plaque describing the former house and its history could be installed on the property.

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DISCUSSION OF THE PROJECT  
The existing house is a large, rectangular building with an asphalt shingle roof, asbestos siding, and a brick 
foundation clad in parged cement. The front (north) elevation has a centered front porch with a shed roof, 
flanked by angled three-sided flat roof bays. The three-sided bays are dissimilar from one another. The 
east and west side elevations of the main house have gabled ends. There is a two-story shed-roofed 
addition on the east side of the main house. The land slopes off to the south, so the rear elevation is three 
stories. The rear had a shed dormer on the gable roof.  
 
The building at 100 West Montgomery Avenue has been vacant for several decades. As a result, the 
building is severely deteriorated. A fire in 1945 resulted in the removal of the front and side porches, the 
bell shaped roof on the east side bay, the gable roof over the west bay, the wood siding, the shutters, and 
all of the decorative details. After the 1945 fire the house was reconfigurated on the interior to serve as 
a boarding home.The property was locally designated as historic in 1974 in its current architectural 
configuration. Based on discussions of the HDC at the Courtesy Review, the applicant proposes a full 
demolition of the existing structure. The applicant plans to replace the building with a multi-family 
structure with rear parking. The applicant plans to re-use salvageable materials from the demolished 
building in the new construction, including the original front door and the stained glass window.

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Structural Engineer Report 
Due to the extremely poor condition of the house, the applicant ordered a structural inspection conducted 
by Tiber Engineering Group on May 23, 2023 (full report with photos attached). The purpose of the 
inspection was to perform a limited structural condition assessment of the property. The inspection 
consisted only of visible observations of visible portions of the property.  The inspection was an initial 
investigation and noted that other structural obstacles will become known if attempts to make repairs 
are made.  
 
The structural engineer noted the following issues that are compromising the structural integrity of the 
building: 

• The rubble stone masonry foundation wall, the individual bricks, and the exposed mortar joints 
are deteriorated and crumbling; 

• Termite damage was observed throughout the house, particularly at the exterior walls, wood floor 
joists, the staircase, and framing members; 

• Water damage and the associated rot/decay was observed in the exterior wall and floor framing, 
which intensified the termite damage throughout the house;  

• The fire damage still exists and was not mitigated;  
• Wood floor joists are bowed and fractured; and 
• Improper construction was detected throughout the house including the lack of headers, and 

improperly notched floor joists. 
 
The report states that repairing the house would include addressing wood rot throughout the structure 
and vast breaches to structural integrity. Temporary shoring for the existing house would be needed while 
attempting to work around the existing conditions of the house to perform any repairs.  Attempting to 
selectively demolish portions of the structure while protecting others, would involve extensive shoring 
which would incur additional time and cost. The structural engineer determined that: 
 
“From the observations provided in the prior section of this report, it is evident that the property is in poor 
overall condition evidencing widespread deterioration related to age, lack of maintenance, uncorrected 
damage, wear, and poor-quality construction. Structural damage as a result of the deterioration is evident 
at the exterior walls and floor framing throughout the structure. More than 50% of the above grade 
exterior walls at the residence exhibited deterioration and damage that will necessitate replacement. 
Numerous sections of floor framing at the first and second floors will necessitate replacement due to the 
observed damage and deterioration. The rubble stone masonry foundation exhibited deterioration and 
failure at isolated areas (additional destructive investigation is required for a complete analysis of the 
condition of the foundation).  
 
It is our opinion that attempts at salvage of the existing structure are considered impractical and not cost 
effective. Substantial amounts of exterior wall length and wood floor joists sections have been 
compromised. Additional time and cost would be incurred in attempting to selectively demolish portions 
of the structure while protecting others, as this would involve extensive shoring.” 
 
The structural report states that the house is not compliant with current City of Rockville building codes, 
and trying to bring it into compliance would be a pointless and costly task. The structural engineer 
concluded that given its overall poor condition, the extent of deterioration/damage and the lack of 
compliance with the current building code, the structure should be completely demolished and 
reconstructed.

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ANALYSIS AND FINDINGS

compromised the architectural integrity of the building. The architectural and structural integrity were 
already compromised when the house was designated in 1974. More importantly, the structural 
engineer’s report detailed the extreme deterioration and shifting of the structure that has rendered the 
structure unsafe and in danger of collapse if not repaired. Therefore, staff recommends demolition on the 
basis the structure has lost its physical integrity due to various alterations throughout the years and 
extensive structural deterioration. 
 
Technical Guide for Exterior Alterations #11: Relocation and Demolition provides the following 
recommendations: 

 
 HDC Policy 
The Historic District Commission recommends the following practices: 
 
• The significance of the structure, gardens, landscaping and outbuildings, if any, and its contribution to 
the district shall be assessed and recorded on a site inventory form to Maryland Historical Trust standards. 
This shall be supplied by the applicant in consultation with staff and subject to HDC approval for 
completeness. A photographic record that includes scale shall be made as part of the site inventory work. 
Significant architectural features or items of historical importance shall be identified. 
 
• Public interest for structural preservation shall be sought and considered. Salvage options, whether 
through the City or other appropriate groups with interest in local history, shall be proposed as part of the 
demolition proposal.  
 
• Circumstances and condition of the structure shall be evaluated. A qualified engineer’s opinion on the 
structural integrity of the building shall be obtained, together with an estimate of needed stabilization and 
necessary code compliance work to be performed. 
 
• The physical and economic feasibility is part of the decision to approve a demolition. Using comparable 
rehabilitated structure values, and income if applicable, rehabilitation cost vs. new redevelopment cost 
shall be provided for HDC consideration. Efforts shall be made to develop and offer alternative plans, 
including financing help through low-cost loans and other incentives to attract interested users and project 
developers. 
 
• The Commission has 90 days to find acceptable alternatives to the demolition, if it feels that it is 
physically and economically feasible. 
 
Based on the above recommendations, the proposal meets Technical Guide #11: Relocation and 
Demolition. The structural condition of the house does not offer an alternative to demolition. The 
applicant does plan to reuse the original front door and the stained-glass window. The original double-
hung windows will also be salvaged where possible.

Architectural Design Guidelines for The Exterior Rehabilitation of Buildings in Rockville’s Historic 
Districts Design Review Guidelines.  
 
 Demolition 

Upon receiving an application seeking approval of a demolition project, the Historic District 
Commission shall determine the significance of the structure to be demolished, and the extent of 
the public interest that might lie in its preservation. This determination should be based on the 
extent to which the structure contributes to the architectural and historic character of the given 
Historic District, and the extent to which the structure is a vital and necessary component of the 
collective setting. 
 
The Historic District Commission shall review the circumstances and condition of the structure or 
part proposed for demolition and shall determine feasibility of preservation. If preservation is 
found to be physically and/or economically unfeasible, issuance of the demolition permit shall 
proceed upon certification by the Commission. If preservation is found to be physically and 
economically feasible, the Commission shall take or encourage the taking of whatever steps seem 
likely to lead to such preservation, either on the site on which the structure is located or on another 
site to which it might appropriately be moved. Within 90 days of such determination, unless means 
acceptable to the owner have been found to preserve the structure, the demolition permit shall be 
issued. 

 
The Architectural Design Guidelines were approved by the HDC in 1977 and are mostly geared towards 
the West Montgomery Historic District, which had recently been designated. The building was significant 
both for its history and for its architecture. It no longer has the decorative features which allows it to 
easily identify as a Queen Anne Victorian house. However, it did not have those features when it was 
designated. It currently does not contribute to the architectural and historic character of the West 
Montgomery Avenue Historic District. The applicant has tried multiple times to get quotes on 
rehabilitation of the building but was unable to find a contractor willing to go into the building and make 
the estimates. 
 
 
COMMUNITY OUTREACH 

The posting of the notification sign on the property occurred two weeks prior to the meeting, and the 
postcard notices were sent out more than two weeks prior to the meeting. Peerless Rockville and the 
leadership of the West End Citizens Association were informed directly about this review, four weeks in 
advance of the meeting. Staff also discussed the project with Nancy Pickard, Executive Director of Peerless 
Rockville.

Per your request, on March 7th and 23rd, 2023, Ryan W. Smith, a Registered Professional 
Engineer, inspected the property located at 100 W Montgomery Street, Rockville, MD 
20850.  The purpose of our inspection was to perform a limited structural condition 
assessment of the property.  Our inspection consisted only of visible observations of 
visible portions of the property and did not include any destructive testing, unless 
otherwise noted.  The following report details our observations, findings and conclusions.  
Directional conventions are as viewed when standing and looking at the front of the 
property.  Observations are depicted in the attached photographs.   
 
 
BACKGROUND 
 
The subject property is a two-story, wood frame, single family home with a basement.  
The Maryland Department of Taxation and Assessments reports the home was 
constructed in 1904.  The home is located in the City of Rockville.  The perimeter 
foundation walls are primarily constructed of 18” thick rubble stone masonry.  Portions of 
the foundation walls are constructed of brick masonry and concrete masonry unit (CMU) 
block.  The exterior walls are constructed 2” x 3 ¾” wood studs, spaced 16” o.c. with 
lumber wall sheathing at the exterior.  Siding is provided at the exterior of the walls 
(asbestos siding is suspected).  The exterior walls are ballooned framed and extend from 
the first floor joists to the underside of the roof framing.  The exterior walls are not 
anchored to the rubble stone masonry foundation walls. The floor framing at the home 
typically consists of 7 ¾” x 2” wood joists, spaced 16” o.c. oriented in various directions.  
The wood floor joists are supported at the exterior wood stud walls and at various interior 
load bearing wood stud walls.  The roof structure is constructed of 2x roof rafters that 
span from the front to the rear.  Lumber roof sheathing and an asphalt shingle roof are 
provided at the exterior.  See Photographs 1 to 6. 
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OBSERVATIONS AND FINDINGS 
 
The following observations were made during our inspection: 
 

1. See attached plan views for approximate locations of damage and deterioration. 
 

2. The rubble stone masonry foundation wall is in a deteriorated condition.  The 
rubble stone masonry foundation wall has been undermined underneath the front 
door entrance.  The exposed mortar joints in the rubble stone masonry foundation 
wall and the brick masonry foundation wall are deteriorated and crumbling.  
Erosion of individual bricks was observed.  See Photographs 7 to 10. 

 
3. Termite damage was observed throughout the first and second floor.  Termite was 

most noticeable at the exterior walls (front and rear), wood floor joists in front of 
the exterior walls, and at the staircase.  The termite damaged framing members 
were easily penetrated with a probe.  See Photographs 11 to 18. 

 
4. Water damage and associated rot/decay was observed at exterior wall and floor 

framing (near exterior walls). The water damage has exacerbated the termite 
damage at the house.  This was observed throughout. 

 
5. There was evidence of a prior fire at the house.  Fire damage still exists at the 

house that house not been addressed. See Photographs 19 & 20. 
 

6. Wood creep (permanent deflection from structural overload) of the wood floor joists 
was observed at the rear-right corner rooms at the first and second floors.  Several 
joist fractures were observed. See Photographs 21 & 22. 

 
7. Improper construction was observed throughout the house.  Lack of headers, and 

improperly notched floor joists were commonly observed.  See Photograph 16 to 
20, & 23. 

 
The various stated observations of deterioration and damage have reduced the structural 
capacity of the affected members and has compromised the integrity of the building.   
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DISCUSSION AND CONCLUSION 
 
The subject property is a two-story, single-family residence constructed in the early 
1900’s.   It was reported that the residence is classified as a historic structure. 
 
Condition 
 
From the observations provided in the prior section of this report, it is evident that the 
property is in poor overall condition evidencing widespread deterioration related to age, 
lack of maintenance, uncorrected damage, wear, and poor quality construction.  
Structural damage as a result of the deterioration is evident at the exterior walls and floor 
framing throughout the structure.  More than 50% of the above grade exterior walls at the 
residence exhibited deterioration and damage that will necessitate replacement.  
Numerous sections of floor framing at the first and second floors will necessitate 
replacement due to the observed damage and deterioration.   The rubble stone masonry 
foundation exhibited deterioration and failure at isolated areas (additional destructive 
investigation is required for a complete analysis of the condition of the foundation).   
 
It is our opinion that attempts at salvage of the existing structure are considered 
impractical and not cost effective.

Additional time and cost would be incurred 
in attempting to selectively demolish portions of the structure while protecting others, as 
this would involve extensive shoring. 
 
Building Code 
 
Most, if not all, of the residence is not compliant with current building codes as adopted 
by the City of Rockville. This includes, but is not limited to, inadequate vertical load paths, 
lack of headers, lack of wall anchorage to the foundation, etc. Attempts at integrating new 
construction with old construction and upgrading existing non-compliant conditions would 
be futile.  Although, this is not technically required by the 2018 International Existing 
Building Code (as adopted by the City of Rockville) for a historic structure, the author 
would not be comfortable specifying repairs to the structure without addressing the 
structures non-compliance.  This would be a futile and costly task to bring the structure 
into compliance.  For example, the installation of a new perimeter foundation walls for the 
structure would be required to address uplift resistance between the wood walls and 
foundation. 
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CONCLUSION 
 
Based upon the information gained from others and its own examination and analysis, 
Tiber Engineering Group, concludes to a reasonable degree of engineering certainty the 
following: 
 

1. Given its overall poor condition, extent of deterioration/damage and lack of 
compliance with the current building code, it is recommended that the subject 
property be completely razed and reconstructed.     
 

2. All work on the structure shall be completed with approval from the applicable 
governing entity and with permits from the building department.
